Reasons behind the Failure of the Revolt

The revolt was not planned and organized properly.
The revolt did not get support from entire country.

People from all sections of society did not support it.

The Indian soldiers did not have good weapons.
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Result of the Revolt of 1857

Though the revolt was suppressed, it
proved to be a turning point in the history
of India.The rule of the East India
Company came to an end. India was now
directly under the rule of the British
Crown and Queen Victoria became the
Empress of India. India was no longer
ruled by governor-generals, but by
viceroys.
