Boat races are held at a number of places in
Kerala.

This is one of the main attractions of Onam.
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BAISAKHI

Baisakhi is the harvest festival of North
India.

It is celebrated with great enthusiasm in
Punjab.

The men perform the bhangra to the beat
of the dhols while the women do the gidda.

On many of these festivals, huge fairs are
held.

Shops, stalls, rides, puppet shows and
circuses form part of these fairs.
