A sperm cell has a long tail to help it swim to
the egg.

mid- piece which contains large amount of

mitochondria to release energy needed to make
the tail move.

The head of the sperm also contain enzymes to
break down and digest the zona pellucida of the
egg so that it can fertilize it.

* Female sex cells are produced
by the ovaries.

» The largest cell in the human body,
about the size of a grain of sand.

* One eqg is released about every
28 days.

« Each egg has 23 chromosomes.

« Eggs are first released during
puberty and are no longer released
once a woman goes through
menopause.
