e Kothamangalam Subbu was another talented clerk and was No.2 at the studios. An
amazing genius, able to direct the Directors, acted better than actors, incredible poet,
ability to look cheerful all the time.

e Communism was a new political order that was spreading throughout the world,
especially in Asian countries.

e Frank Buchman's Moral Re-Armament Army with a team of about two hundred actors
and actresses visited Madras in 1952. Gemini Studios proved a warm host. They
presented two plays- 'Jotham Valley’ and ‘The Forgotten Factor’.

e Gemini Studios welcomed another visitor. Some said he was a poet from England.

e He came one afternoon and gave a lecture about Communism on one side and about his
struggles to establish as a poet on the other.
