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DIFFERENCE BETWEEN GULF AND BAY
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One difference between a gulf and a bay is quite difficult to distinguish as they both have the same characteristics. In technical
terms, both a gulf and a bay are the same things, and the only difference that is pointed out is in the size. A gulf is much larger
than a bay.

A gulf is said to be a large body of water that is surrounded by land and having only a narrow entrance along a strait.

A bay is also a large body of water that is surrounded by land but not as enclosed as a gulf. Moreover, the bay has a wider
opening than the gulf.
