Safety at home: 

• Do not play with fire. 

• You should light a candle with the help of a grown-up. 

• We must not play with sharp things like knives and scissors. 

• We must not put our fingers into an open socket. 

    

Safety on road: 

• We must cross a road at the zebra crossing. 

• We must look to the right and left and then right again before we cross the road. 

• We must not run or play on the road. 

• We must walk on the footpath. 

• We must obey the traffic rules on the road. 

• We must not get into or get down from a moving bus. 

• We must not put our hand out on a moving bus, car, or train.
