‘A’ and ‘an’ are used when we do not talk about particular 
people, places, things and animals. 

‘The’ is used when we talk about particular people, places, things 
and animals. 

I want to buy the book that I saw 
yesterday.

Things to remember 

Uncountable nouns do not have any number, or a / an before 
them. 
They may have ‘the’ before them. 

I drank all the juice in the glass. 



Things to remember 

To talk about the quantity of uncountable nouns, we add words 
such as a bowl of, some, a lot, a little, much, a piece of and a bit 
before them. 
Some other measuring words are: 

a bottle of a ball of a bag of a pinch of 

a sack of a mug of a bowl of a carton of 

a slice of a bar of a cube of a spoon of 

a bunch of a glass of a jug of a bit of 



A spoon of sugar A ball of wool 
A sack of wheat 

A pinch of salt 

A carton of milk 

A bar of chocolate
