•Girls in southern India wear a similar dress called pavadai-
chattai, or langa-davani.



SALWAR-KAMEEZ 

•The salwar-kameez is the traditional dress of 
the women of Punjab, Haryana and Himachal 
Pradesh. 
•The salwar is like a pyjama.
• It is worn with a long top called kameez or 
kurta. 
•The salwar-kameez is usually worn along with 
a dupatta or chunni. 
•These days, the salwar-kameez is worn by 
women all over India as it is easy to wear.
