The Participle Forms of a Verb

The Present Participle Form
(aka The —-ING form)

e The Past Participle Form
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Past participles are verb forms
that can be used as adjectives.

Most past participles are formed
by adding -d or-ed to the verb.

Example: My mom will fix the
ripped jeans.
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Present Participle
A Present Participle is formed
with “ing” form of the verb to
iNndicate anmn action goinNng on,
iNncomplete or imperfect.
