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PHRASES

They are group of words that do not have a subject and a
predicate, they do not make complete sense on their own
and form a part of sentences.

Examples-
the little girl , very carefully, are exercising, a poor man, a

big wooden table



Adjective phrase - UDM&

EDUCAT IDNAL GE‘C}UP

is a phrase whose head word is an adjective.
It describes or tells us more about the noun or pronoun in a sentence.

An adjective phrase usually consists of an adverb and an adjective.
e |t can also have more than one adjective.

 Examples-—

* He looked very upset. (adj. — upset, adv. — very )

e These tasks are fairly simple. (adj. — simple , adv.- fairly)
 The burgers are cheesy and delicious. (adj. — cheesy, delicious)
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Prepositional phrase - e e e

* a prepositional phrase alwaysbegins with a preposition.

* jtis followed by a noun, a pronoun

* it acts as an adjective when a noun and an adverb when it modifies a verb in a sentence.
