ALPHABETS

The French alphabet contains the same 26 letters as the English alphabet. It has
the same 5 vowels and 21 consonants. However, many of the letters are
pronounced very differently in French than in English. The French also have five
accents that are used to distinguish words from one another and to change the
pronunciation of certain letters. For French spelling, accents are just as important
as letters.

The letters look exactly the same as English letters. (There are no characters to
memorize or new letters to learn.)

Many letters sound somewhat similar to their English counterparts. Q, U, X

An entire group of letters makes the “AY” sound: B, C, D, G,P, T,V

A few letters sound exactly the same as the English letters: F, L, M, N, O, S
Many letters have very simple and easy-to memorize pronunciations.

NOTE

Accents can change the pronunciation and meaning of letters and words. English
speakers have to learn French accents to fully understand the French alphabet.
