Les preposition

Prepositions are an important part of learning any language. They link two

elements of a sentence together.

French English
Preposition Meaning Example of Use
Nous arriverons a Paris a huit heures.
a to, at, in We will arrive in Paris at 8:00.
La banque est a cété de la bibliotheque.
a coté de next to The bank is next to the library.
Le marché est a droite de I’école.
a droite de to the right of The market is to the right of the school.
Notre maison est a gauche de votre maison.
a gauche de to the left of Our house is to the left of your house.
Je rentre a la maison aprés I’école.
apres after | return to the house after school.
Les papiers sont au-dessous de la table.
au-dessous de below The papers are below the table.
J’ai mis le tableau au-dessus de mon lit.
au-dessus above | put the painting above my bed.
on the subject Le professeur est trés intelligent au sujet de I’économie.
au sujet de of The professor is very intelligent on the subject of the
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economy.

avant before | will arrive before you.
Je vais a Paris avec mon ami.
avec with | am going to Paris with my friend.

chez at the home of || At my house, we have two dogs and two cats.

Elle est dans la salle de séjour.

Je viens de Chicago.

Japprends le francais depuis 2005.

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YER VERBS ENDING IN PRESENT TENSE

These verbs are regular ‘er’ verbs, except that for the je, tu, il, and ils forms in present tense, one
changes the ‘y" to an ‘i’

To conjugate these verbs;

a. drop the er

b. add the ending to match the subject

c. for the je, tu, il, and ils forms, change the ‘y’ to ‘I’

payer

je paie nous payons

tu paies vous payez

Il paie ils paient

essuyer

j'essuie  |nous
essuyons

tu essuies vous essuyez

il essuie |ils essuient

Je paie a la caisse. I'm paying at the cashier
Sophie essuie le comptoir — Sophie’s wiping the counter
Nous nettoyons notre chambre — We're cleaning our room
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
